This plan 

includes six (6) objectives for the 

Guam COTS response plan that 

includes: 1) summarizes impacts of 

past COTS outbreaks on Guam; 2) 

provides up to date standard 

operating procedures for before, 

during, and after COTS outbreaks; 3) 

develop a protocol to monitor 

extent of COTS outbreaks; 4) create 

a framework for an optimal COTS 

outbreak response; 5) involve the 

community in monitoring the health 

of Guam’s reef; and 6) communicate 

with local media, raise public 

awareness of impacts of COTS 

outbreaks on Guam’s coral reef 

ecosystems.  Also included are 

recommendations, references and 

appendices.

The report looks at public 

debt as a share of the gross domestic 

product, public debt per capita and 

addresses trends in revenue and its 

composition, the major reported 

drivers of the territory’s public debt 

and what is known about the ability 

of each territory to repay the public 

debt.  Comments to the report from 

each jurisdiction are included.
